Wind velocities.

[(a) For landplanes, a 90 degree cross component of wind velocity, shown to be safe for
takeoff and landing, must be established.]

(b) For seaplanes and amphibians, the following wind velocities must be established:
[(1) A 90 degree cross component of wind velocity, not less than 0.2 *u | up to which
takeoff and landing is safe under any water condition that may reasonably be expected in
normal operation.]

(2) A wind velocity up to which taxiing is safe in any direction under water conditions
that may reasonably be expected in normal operation.
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
